e 2 flags of the participant's country 60x120 cm (will be delivered and left
in the venue hosting the event).

e A copy of the renewed scouting curriculum of his NSO of all scouting
sections to the library of the named hosting Arab NSO.

e Identifying the size/s of T-shirt, training suit.

e Documents, publications, handouts, posters, video tape, CD, and
traditional dishes. .etc for exhibition and for any audiovisual
presentation exchange.

e Swimming suite, suitable cloths for water and beach games.

e Comfortable shoes for walking in the desert and personal equipments.
